It requires the Department of Health and Human Services to submit a state plan amendment to the United States Department of Health and Human Services, Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services to request approval to reimburse parents of minor children who are eligible for home health aide services under the MaineCare program for providing those services under the Medicaid home health benefit.  Upon approval, the department must amend its rule Chapter 101: MaineCare Benefits Manual, Section 40, Home Health Services, to implement the requirement no later than 12 months after receiving federal approval.  The department must consult with home health agencies when developing the rule.  The amendment requires the Department of Health and Human Services to submit a progress report to the Joint Standing Committee on Health and Human Services no later than February 1, 2024.
