It doubles the number of hours of reimbursable collateral contacts for children's home and community-based treatment from 10 hours a year to 20 hours under Department of Health and Human Services rule Chapter 101:  MaineCare Benefits Manual, Section 65.  It allows for collateral contacts to be reimbursed if conducted virtually or by telephone, in addition to face-to-face.  The amendment also requires the reimbursement of collateral contacts, in addition to currently allowable care coordination, for 24 hours a year under rule Chapter 101:  MaineCare Benefits Manual, Section 28.  It also allows for 24 hours of collateral contacts to be conducted face-to-face, virtually or by telephone.
