[bookmark: _PAR__7_5a074277_c066_4774_9d19_83d650eb]This amendment, which is the minority report of the committee, replaces the resolve and directs the Department of Education to convene a stakeholder group to develop a proposal for professional development for training for teachers, administrators and school boards regarding academic freedom and teaching about controversial and sensitive issues and report to the Joint Standing Committee on Education and Cultural Affairs no later than January 15, 2022. The joint standing committee may report out a bill to the Second Regular Session of the 130th Legislature, which may include a requirement for school boards to adopt a policy on the teaching of controversial and sensitive issues.  The amendment also adds an appropriations and allocations section.
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
