It allows the landlord to require an applicant to pay a fee for the actual cost of a background check, credit check or other screening process only once in a 12-month period. The amendment requires the landlord to provide the applicant with a complete copy of the information from the background check, credit check or other screening process used to evaluate the applicant's eligibility for tenancy.
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
