It removes requirements related to faculty team meetings and reimbursement rates for Chapter 101: MaineCare Benefits Manual, Chapter III, Sections 28 and 65 services. It requires the Department of Health and Human Services to offer grants and incentives to providers to expand into rural areas to provide services to children and adults in families involved in the child welfare system. It provides an appropriation of $500,000 in each year of the biennium for this purpose.
