The amendment establishes the rights of residents of Department of Corrections detention and correctional facilities to telephone services.  The amendment sets requirements for providers of telephone services in Department of Corrections detention and correctional facilities.  The amendment sets limits on telephone rates and charges for interstate and intrastate telephone calls made by residents of jails and Department of Corrections detention and correctional facilities by reference to limitations imposed by the Federal Communications Commission on interstate telephone calls made by persons who are incarcerated.
