Upon receipt of an application that meets the requirements established by the department by rule, the State Registrar of Vital Statistics shall issue a new marriage certificate of a person married in this State to reflect a change of gender of the person and, if requested at the same time, to reflect the new first and middle names of the person.  Notwithstanding section 2705, the new certificate may not be marked "amended."
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[bookmark: _PAR__3_92df5622_7eb3_4a3c_befd_ced62441]The amendment retains the provisions of the bill directing that a death certificate reflect the desired gender identity of the individual who has died but removes the requirement that the gender field on a death certificate includes options for male, female and X.  Instead, the form or format of the death certificate may be determined by the State Registrar of Vital Statistics pursuant to the Maine Revised Statutes, Title 22, section 2701.
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
