It adds a reference to school board disciplinary policies in the language describing due process for expulsion, provides school boards with increased flexibility to allow superintendents and principals to consider alternatives to expulsion of a student and provides that these alternatives must be in writing.  It adds reference to restorative interventions to the language describing the requirement to develop an individualized response plan to avoid dangerous student behavior after the substantiated report of an incident of dangerous behavior.
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
