The amendment also clarifies the use of funds received by recovery community centers and provides that the transfer of excise tax revenue to the Recovery Community Centers Fund begins in January 2024 and must be calculated after the transfer to the Adult Use Cannabis Public Health and Safety and Municipal Opt-in Fund.
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
