"Intentionally added ingredient" means an ingredient added during the manufacture of a cosmetic product or a component of a cosmetic product to provide a specific characteristic, appearance or quality or to perform a specific function.

Beginning January 1, 2027, a person may not distribute, sell or offer for sale in this State a cosmetic product containing any of the following intentionally added ingredients: lead; mercury; dibutyl phthalate; diethylhexyl phthalate; formaldehyde; paraformaldehyde; quaternium-15; methylene glycol; m-phenylenediamine; o‑phenylenediamine; triclosan; triclocarban; or nonylphenol.

The distribution, sale or offering for sale of a cosmetic product in this State does not violate the prohibition in subsection 1 if the cosmetic product contains a technically unavoidable trace quantity of an ingredient identified in subsection 1 and that trace quantity is present due to impurities from a natural or synthetic ingredient used in the manufacture of the cosmetic product, from the manufacturing process or from the storage of the cosmetic product or due to migration of the ingredient from the packaging of the cosmetic product into the cosmetic product.
