Resolved:  That the commission shall determine whether a process to transfer ownership of or provide enhanced access to identified state-owned lands and waterways under section 1 to the Wabanaki Tribes should be formalized, and, if so, what that process should be.

The joint standing committee of the Legislature having jurisdiction over judiciary matters may report out legislation related to the report to the 131st Legislature in 2023.

[bookmark: _PAR__7_08150f8a_f568_41f0_8889_1eb9d578]This amendment replaces the bill with a resolve directing the Maine Indian Tribal-State Commission to identify state-owned lands and waterways that have sacred, traditional or other significance to the Wabanaki Tribes, which are the Passamaquoddy Tribe, the Penobscot Nation, the Houlton Band of Maliseet Indians and the Mi'kmaq Nation.  The commission is required to determine whether a formalized process should be adopted to transfer ownership of or to provide enhanced access to the lands and waterways to the Wabanaki Tribes. The commission is required to submit a report by December 1, 2022 to the Joint Standing Committee on Judiciary.  The joint standing committee of the Legislature having jurisdiction over judiciary matters may report out legislation to the 131st Legislature in 2023.
