It reduces the percentage of revenue from the real estate transfer tax paid to the Housing Production Fund from 30% to 28% and requires that 2% of the real estate transfer tax revenue be paid to the Maine State Housing Authority, which must deposit the funds in the authority's shelter operating subsidy program, which supports emergency homeless shelters in the State. The amendment also includes an allocation to the shelter operating subsidy program in fiscal year 2026-27.
