Upon receipt of the written decision following the due process meeting, no further action by the employee is required at the department or agency level, and the employee may appeal the written decision to the officer pursuant to subsection 4 if the employee is a classified employee or the employee may appeal the written decision directly to the appeals board pursuant to subsection 5 if the employee is an unclassified employee'

Upon receipt of the written decision following the due process meeting, no further action by the employee is required at the department or agency level, and the employee may appeal the written decision to the State Human Resources Officer if the employee is a classified employee pursuant to the applicable provisions of law or directly to the State Civil Service Appeals Board if the employee is an unclassified employee pursuant to the applicable provisions of law. The amendment also retains the provisions of law governing the Employee Suggestion System by striking Part C of the bill.
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
