Res. 14, Public Law 119-21, Section 71401 that benefit rural health care providers in the State and that promote access and affordability of health care for residents of the State in rural areas. It establishes the Rural Health Stabilization Fund to provide $50 million in one-time funding to support the Department of Health and Human Services' initiatives approved under the rural health transformation program authorized by the federal Act to Provide for Reconciliation Pursuant to Title II of H. Con. Res. 14, Public Law 119-21, Section 71401 that benefit rural health providers in the State and that promote access and affordability of health care for residents of the State in rural areas. As a condition of accepting a grant by the department from the fund, a hospital or health system that accepts funds must limit the annual growth of hospital facility prices to a percentage equal to the inpatient prospective payment system hospital market basket index established by the federal Medicare program for a period of 5 years from the time funds are initially disbursed. A participating hospital or health system may not charge or collect payment from any insurer, plan sponsor or patient for any inpatient or outpatient facility service in an amount that exceeds 200% of the Medicare rate for the same service in the same geographic area. The conditions do not apply to critical access hospitals or hospitals determined to be financially distressed by the Office of Affordable Health Care. A participating hospital or health system that fails to comply with the requirements commits a civil violation for which a fine may be adjudged and is required to return all funding granted to the hospital or health system to the State.
