Resolved:  That the Department of Agriculture, Conservation and Forestry may not allow the importation of seed potatoes from the State of Colorado until the department has finally adopted an amended version of rule Chapter 30: Quarantine (Potato), a routine technical rule of the Department of Agriculture, Conservation and Forestry, in accordance with section 2.

The amendment directs the department to initiate rulemaking on or before May 31, 2026.  The amendment also directs the department to continue to collaborate with representatives of the potato industry to prevent, to the extent practicable, the introduction of harmful potato pests that may affect the health, yield and marketability of the State's potato crops.
