The amendment expands the ability of the Department of Corrections to transfer a prisoner from a correctional facility to the supervised community confinement program, when the prisoner does not otherwise meet the eligibility criteria of the supervised community confinement program, to include circumstances when the prisoner has a worsening prognosis that is likely to result in a terminal or severely incapacitating medical condition.
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
