This amendment establishes the Legislator Residential Security Program and Legislator Residential Security Fund to mitigate the risks to the physical security of sitting Legislators.  The program is administered by the Executive Director of the Legislative Council.  The fund must be used in accordance with policies and procedures established by the Legislative Council for the installation, monitoring and maintenance of a home security system for the residence of each sitting Legislator who requests it, subject to the availability of funds.
