It allows the Baileyville Utilities District to disconnect water service for a customer if that same customer fails to pay for sewer service that is provided by the Town of Baileyville if the disconnection is in accordance with procedures established by applicable laws or rules and terms and conditions approved by the Public Utilities Commission. The disconnection is allowed only if the customer whose water service is subject to a disconnection is the same customer who has not paid for sewer service and the water and sewer services are provided to the same location.
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
