Current law prohibits a seller in a sales transaction, except for governmental entities with certain limitations, from imposing a surcharge on a cardholder who pays using a credit card or debit card. The amendment authorizes a seller to impose a surcharge not to exceed 2% of the total cost of the sales transaction on a cardholder who pays using a credit card or debit card as long as the surcharge is clearly disclosed prior to payment. The amendment does not permit a surcharge on sales transactions on a payment made using an electronic benefits transfer card issued by the statewide Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program.
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
