The purpose of the program is to provide financial assistance to communities that plan to examine or are examining the provision of emergency medical services through a process of informed community self-determination and are considering a new, financially stable structure for delivering emergency medical services that provides high-quality services effectively and efficiently.  Recipient communities may use grant funds to review current capacity and consider alternative models for providing emergency medical services, including, but not limited to, for the following activities:

The amendment creates a pilot program to provide financial assistance to communities that plan to examine or are examining the provision of emergency medical services and are considering a new, financially stable structure for delivering emergency medical services that provides high-quality services effectively and efficiently.  The amendment requires recipients of grant funding to report to the Emergency Medical Services Board as required by the board.  The amendment provides $200,000 for fiscal year 2022-23 in nonlapsing funds for grants to communities that undertake processes to determine the structure of the delivery of emergency medical services in the future through a process of informed community self-determination.
