Instead, the amendment refers to the recommendations related to vaccines made by the American Academy of Pediatrics, the American Academy of Family Physicians or the American College of Obstetricians and Gynecologists or their successor organizations. The amendment requires the Maine Vaccine Board to consider vaccines that are recommended by those organizations when making its annual determination of vaccines that must be made available through the Universal Immunization Program.
