An entity of the State that issues a notice or communication, or a local law enforcement agency that issues a notice or communication on behalf of an entity of the State, that restricts a person from accessing state property or services provided by the State or from communicating with or through the entity to which an otherwise unrestricted person would have access must issue the notice or communication in writing to the restricted person. The written notice or communication must include the factual basis for the entity of the State's decision to restrict the person's access or communication as well as information describing the procedure to challenge the notice or communication. The issuance of a court order does not satisfy the requirements of this subsection.

The report must include at least the following data:

The amendment clarifies that a notice or communication that restricts a person from accessing state property or services constitutes final agency action for the purposes of review under the Maine Administrative Procedure Act. Finally, the amendment requires the Department of Public Safety, Bureau of State Police to collect data on notices or communications issued under Title 5, section 60 and requires the bureau to submit a report to the joint standing committee of the Legislature having jurisdiction over judiciary matters to the Second Regular Session of the 133rd Legislature.
