The amendment provides that the Director of the Bureau of Alcoholic Beverages and Lottery Operations within the Department of Administrative and Financial Services may not, for a period of 24 months beginning on the effective date of this legislation, suspend, revoke or refuse to renew a manufacturing facility license or an on-premises retail license issued to a manufacturing licensee that was issued prior to May 23, 2025 solely on the basis that a person holding a majority ownership interest in the licensed manufacturing facility was determined by the bureau after the license was initially issued to hold a majority ownership interest in more than the allowable number of on-premises retail licenses that may be issued per licensed manufacturing facility.
