"Government entity" means a state government entity, state government entity official, local government entity, local government entity official, law enforcement agency or law enforcement agency official.

"Immigration detainer" means a facially sufficient written or electronic request issued by a federal immigration agency using that agency's official form to request that another law enforcement agency detain a person based on probable cause to believe that the person to be detained is a removable alien under federal immigration law, including detainers issued pursuant to 8 United States Code, Sections 1226 to 1232 and 8 United States Code, Section 1357.  For the purposes of this subsection, an immigration detainer is facially sufficient if:

Resident complaints and Legislator requests submitted to Attorney General.  A resident of the State may submit a complaint to the Attorney General asserting a violation of section 26003 by a government entity.  The complaint must be in writing and in a form and manner as prescribed by the Attorney General.  A member of the Legislature may request that the Attorney General investigate and issue an opinion as to whether a government entity has violated section 26003.

After receiving a complaint or request under subsection 1, the Attorney General shall investigate and determine whether a violation of section 26003 has occurred.  If after the investigation the Attorney General determines that a violation of section 26003 has occurred, the Attorney General shall issue an opinion that a violation has occurred.  The Attorney General shall make the opinion available to the public.

If the Attorney General issues an opinion pursuant to subsection 2 that a government entity has violated section 26003, the government entity has 30 days from the date the opinion was issued to contest the finding in Superior Court.

If the Superior Court affirms the Attorney General's findings, the court shall immediately enjoin the policy or practice in violation of section 26003.
