The working group shall evaluate options for, identify barriers to and develop findings and recommendations regarding the prevention of opioid overdose deaths by authorizing harm reduction health centers in the State.

After reviewing the report, the committee may report out legislation related to the report to the Second Regular Session of the 131st Legislature.
