Resolved:  That all appointments must be made no later than 30 days following the effective date of this resolve. After appointment of all members, the chairs shall call and convene the first meeting of the commission.  If 30 days or more after the effective date of this resolve a majority of but not all appointments have been made, the chairs may request authority and the Legislative Council may grant authority for the commission to meet and conduct its business.

No later than November 6, 2024, the commission must submit a report that includes its findings and recommendations, including any suggested legislation, to the Joint Standing Committee on Innovation, Development, Economic Advancement and Business.  After reviewing the report, the committee may report out legislation related to the report to the 132nd Legislature in 2025.
