"AI companion" means a system using artificial intelligence, generative artificial intelligence or emotional recognition algorithms designed to simulate a sustained human or human-like relationship, including, but not limited to, intimate, romantic or platonic interactions or companionship, with a user by:

The amendment requires operators of artificial intelligence companions to implement protocols for detecting and addressing user expressions of suicidal ideation or self-harm.  The amendment requires operators to provide clear and conspicuous notice to users that the user is not communicating with a human.  The amendment authorizes the Attorney General to bring a civil action against an operator that violates the provisions of this legislation and to seek penalties of up to $15,000 per day for a violation.  Any penalties collected based on violations must be deposited into the newly established Suicide Prevention Fund and, beginning January 15, 2027, the Attorney General is required to submit annual reports on the use of the fund.
