B.  Operate a motor vehicle between the hours of 12 a.m. and 5 a.m., unless the 4 

person is a student at a secondary school, as defined in title 20-A, section 1, 5 

subsection 32, and the operation of the motor vehicle is required for a school-6 

sanctioned activity; or 7 

SUMMARY 8 

This bill allows a student at a secondary school holding an intermediate driver's 9 

license to operate a motor vehicle between the hours of midnight and 5 a.m. if the 10 

operation of the motor vehicle is required for a school-sanctioned activity. 11
