Prior to prescribing an opioid 10 

medication to a patient, an individual licensed under this chapter whose scope of practice 11 

includes prescribing opioid medication shall inform the patient of the risks of using the 12 

opioid medication, including but not limited to the risk of forming an addiction to the 13 

opioid medication, and receive from the patient a written certification that the patient has 14 
been provided that information. 15

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SUMMARY 1 

This bill requires that a health care provider who is a prescriber of opioid medication 2 

must, before prescribing an opioid medication, inform the patient of the risks of using the 3 

opioid medication, including but not limited to the risk of forming an addiction to the 4 

opioid medication, and receive from the patient a written certification that the patient has 5 

been provided that information.
