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Be it enacted by the People of the State of Maine as follows:

Sec. 1. 12 MRSA §11110, sub-§2, as enacted by PL 2015, c. 301, §14, is
repealed.

Sec. 2. 12 MRSA §11110, sub-§3 is enacted to read:

3. Online transfer. The department shall establish an online transfer system through
which parties who wish to complete a transfer under subsection 1 of a moose permit may
accomplish the transfer and obtain a receipt showing the validity of the transfer.

SUMMARY

This bill repeals the prohibition on the exchange for consideration of a moose permit
in a designated hunting area, zone or season for another moose permit in a different
designated hunting area, zone or season. The bill requires the Department of Inland
Fisheries and Wildlife to establish an online transfer system for moose permits through
which transfers of designated hunting areas, zones or seasons may be accomplished.
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
