4.  By 33% for registered nurse and independent registered nurse services under the 15 

provisions of Chapter 101:  MaineCare Benefits Manual, Chapter II, Section 43; and be it 16 

further 17 

Sec. 2.  Deadline for increase established.  Resolved:  That the Department of 18 

Health and Human Services shall increase the reimbursement rates in accordance with 19 

subsection 1 by January 15, 2016. 20
