Sec. 2.  Report. Resolved:  That, by December 6, 2017, the Department of 6 

Education shall issue its report and any recommended legislation to the Joint Standing 7 

Committee on Education and Cultural Affairs.  The joint standing committee may report 8 

out a bill based upon the report to the Second Regular Session of the 128th Legislature. 9
