Resolved: That the
Department of Education shall amend its rules Chapter 60: New School Siting Approval,
Chapter 61: State Board of Education Rules for Major Capital School Construction Projects
and Chapter 125: Basic Approval Standards: Public Schools and School Administrative
Units to require standards governing air quality and ventilation for all newly constructed
public schools, including schools with mechanical and nonmechanical ventilation systems.

SUMMARY

This resolve amends Resolve 2021, chapter 114, which required the Department of
Education to amend its school construction and siting and basic approval standards rules to
require standards governing air quality and ventilation for all public schools. Instead, this
resolve requires the department to amend its rules to require those standards for only newly
constructed public schools.
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
