Sec. 1. Appropriations and allocations. The following appropriations and
allocations are made.

Initiative: Provides ongoing funds for one Education Specialist III position to administer
the Local Produce Fund established pursuant to the Maine Revised Statutes, Title 20-A,
section 6602, subsection 12. This position will also provide training to food staff and
outreach to local farmers as well as manage the new program promoting seasonally
available local products.
