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Be it enacted by the People of the State of Maine as follows: 1 

Sec. 1.  10 MRSA §8012 is enacted to read: 2 

§8012.  Mandated reporter training 3 

A person required to report suspected child abuse or neglect under Title 22, section 4 

4011-A must have completed mandated reporter training approved by the Department of 5 

Health and Human Services within the previous year before any professional license or 6 
certification for that person may be issued or renewed. 7 

SUMMARY 8 

This bill requires that a person in the professional categories required to report 9 

suspected child abuse or neglect must have completed mandated reporter training within 10 

the previous year before a professional license or certification for that person may be 11 

issued or renewed.
