D.  Red swamp crayfish, Procambrarus clarkii; or 9 

E.  African clawed frog, Xenopus laevis. 10 

Sec. 2.  12 MRSA §12152, sub-§2-B is enacted to read: 11 

2-B.  Aquarium species.  Except as provided in paragraph A, a permit is not required 12 

to introduce, import or possess fish when those fish are kept in an aquarium. 13 

A.  A person may not introduce, import or possess the following fish species unless a 14 

permit is issued by the commissioner under this section: 15 

(1)  Amur catfish, Parasilurus asotus; 16 

(2)  Anjumara, Hoplias aimara; 17 

(3)  Arapaima, or any species in the Arapaima genus; 18

F.  Brazilian water milfoil, Myriophyllum proserpinacoides; 12 

G.  Variable-leaf water milfoil, Myriophyllum heterophyllum; 13 

H.  Two-leaf water milfoil, Myriophyllum pinnatum; 14 

I.  Eurasian water milfoil, Myriophyllum spicatum; 15 

J.  European naiad, Najas minor; 16 

K.  Yellow floating heart, Nymphoides peltata; 17 

L.  Curly pondweed, Potamogeton crispus; or 18 

M.  Water chestnut, Trapa natans. 19 

SUMMARY 20 

This bill prohibits certain fish, amphibians and aquatic invertebrates from being 21 

introduced, imported or possessed by a person in the State unless a permit to do so has 22 

been issued by the Commissioner of Inland Fisheries and Wildlife.  The bill provides that 23 

a permit is not required to introduce, import or possess other fish species kept in an 24 

aquarium.  The bill prohibits the introduction, importation, transportation and possession 25 
of certain aquatic plants in the State. 26
