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1 Be it enacted by the People of the State of Maine as follows:

2 Sec. 1.  35-A MRSA §7104, sub-§10 is enacted to read:
3 10.  Designation of eligible service providers.  The commission may designate any 
4 commercial mobile service provider or telecommunications company as an eligible 
5 telecommunications carrier for purposes of receiving federal universal service support and 
6 offering services supported by federal universal service support mechanisms, in addition 
7 to any commercial mobile service provider or telecommunications company designated as 
8 an eligible telecommunications carrier pursuant to 47 United States Code, Sections 
9 214(e)(1) and 214(e)(2) and 47 Code of Federal Regulations, Section 54.201.  The 

10 commission may adopt rules necessary to implement this subsection.

11 SUMMARY
12 This bill allows the Public Utilities Commission to designate any commercial mobile 
13 service provider or telecommunications company as an eligible telecommunications carrier 
14 for the limited purposes of receiving federal universal service support and offering services 
15 supported by federal universal service support mechanisms.
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
