14 Amend the bill by striking out everything after the enacting clause and inserting the 
15 following:

16 'Sec. 1.  38 MRSA §2203-A, sub-§1, as amended by PL 2021, c. 230, §1, is further 
17 amended to read:
18 1.  Fees.  Unless otherwise provided by rule adopted in accordance with subsection 3, 
19 fees are imposed in the following amounts to be levied for solid waste that is disposed of 
20 at commercial, municipal, state-owned and regional association landfills.

 Waste water facility sludge $5 per ton

12 Initiative: Provides allocation to allow for the expenditure of additional revenue for 
13 administrative expenses and actions necessary to abate threats to public health, safety and 
14 welfare posed by the disposal of solid waste and to pay municipalities under the closure 
15 and remediation cost-sharing program for solid waste landfills.
