COMMITTEE AMENDMENT “  ” to H.P. 361, L.D. 556, “An Act Concerning
Bureau of Motor Vehicles Fees, Fines and Driver's License Reinstatement”

Amend the bill by striking out the title and substituting the following:
'An Act to Limit the Driver's License Reinstatement Fee in Certain Circumstances'

Amend the bill by striking out everything after the enacting clause and inserting the
following:

'Sec. 1. 29-A MRSA §2486, sub-§1, as amended by PL 2011, c. 654, §14, is further
amended to read:

1. Reinstatement fee for suspensions other than for OUI or failure to submit to a
test. Except as provided in section 2472, subsection 7, before a suspension for any reason
other than OUI or failure to submit to a test is terminated and a license or certificate
reinstated, a fee of $50 must be paid to the Secretary of State. The total reinstatement fee
for all court-ordered suspensions under sections 2605 and 2608 that may be in effect against
any one person at one time is $50.'

Amend the bill by relettering or renumbering any nonconsecutive Part letter or section
number to read consecutively.

SUMMARY

This amendment requires the Department of the Secretary of State, Bureau of Motor
Vehicles to collect only a single reinstatement fee of $50, instead of 2 or more reinstatement
fees in certain circumstances.
