19 program, also known as the Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program.  Rules adopted 
20 pursuant to this section are routine technical rules as defined in the Maine Revised Statutes, 
21 Title 5, chapter 375, subchapter 2-A.

10 Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program, as federal permission is not necessary.  It 
11 requires the Department of Health and Human Services, by January 1, 2022, to amend its 
12 rules to remove asset tests for applicants to and recipients of assistance under the food 
13 supplement program, also known as the Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program.
