'An Act Regarding Employment of Minors'
Amend the bill by striking out all of section 3 and inserting the following:

'Sec. 3. 26 MRSA §774, sub-§3, A, as amended by PL 1991, c. 713, §2, is further
amended to read:

A. This subsection does not apply to:

(1) A minor who has been excused from attendance by school officials in
accordance with Title 20-A, section 5001-A, subsection 2 or subsection 3, except
that a minor who has been excused in accordance with subsection 3, other than for
a_home instruction program under Title 20-A, section 5001-A, subsection 3,
paragraph A. subparagraph (1), division (c-1), may not be employed during the

hours that the minor's school er-appreved-home-tnstruction-program is in session;

(2) A student in an alternative education plan that includes a work experience
component;

(3) A student in an approved vocational cooperative education program; ef

(4) A student who is granted permission for-an-early-sehoolrelease to work during
the hours the school is in session by the school principal- under an agreement with

the minor's parent or guardian: or

(5) A student in a home instruction program under Title 20-A, section 5001-A.,
subsection 3, paragraph A, subparagraph (1), division (c-1)."

Amend the bill by striking out all of section 4 and inserting the following:

'Sec. 4. Appropriations and allocations. The following appropriations and
allocations are made.
