11 Amend the bill by striking out everything after the enacting clause and inserting the 
12 following:

13 'Sec. 1.  Maine Veterans' Memorial Cemetery Maintenance Fund; chapel. 
14 The one-time appropriation in this Act for the construction and maintenance of a chapel at 
15 the Maine Veterans' Memorial Cemetery located off Civic Center Drive in Augusta must 
16 be deposited into the Maine Veterans' Memorial Cemetery Maintenance Fund established 
17 in the Maine Revised Statutes, Title 37-B, section 504, subsection 6.  Notwithstanding the 
18 provisions of Title 37-B, section 504, subsection 6, any money from the appropriation that 
19 is not used for the construction of the chapel remains in the fund to be used solely for the 
20 maintenance of the chapel at the Maine Veterans' Memorial Cemetery located off Civic 
21 Center Drive in Augusta.
