13 'Resolve, Directing the Department of Education To Conduct an Analysis of 
14 Representation on Educational Boards'
15 Amend the bill by striking out everything after the title and inserting the following:

16 'Sec. 1.  Department of Education to conduct an analysis on the 
17 representation on educational boards; report. Resolved: That the Department of 
18 Education shall conduct an analysis of the demographic and geographic representation of 
19 policy-making educational boards with members who are appointed by the Governor and 
20 confirmed by the Senate, including the boards of trustees of the University of Maine 
21 System, the Maine Community College System, the Maine Maritime Academy, the Maine 
22 School of Science and Mathematics and the Maine School for Marine Science, Technology, 
23 Transportation and Engineering; the State Board of Education; and the School Board of the 
24 Maine Educational Center for the Deaf and Hard of Hearing and the Governor Baxter 
25 School for the Deaf. The analysis must include the current demographic and geographic 
26 representation on these boards, how other states make appointments to policy-making 
27 educational boards and recommendations on how to ensure demographic and geographic 
28 representation across the State on policy-making educational boards in this State. The 
29 Department of Education shall submit a report with its findings and recommendations, no 
30 later than January 15, 2022, to the Joint Standing Committee on Education and Cultural 
31 Affairs. The Joint Standing Committee on Education and Cultural Affairs may submit a 
32 bill related to the report to the Second Regular Session of the 130th Legislature.

13 This amendment, which is the majority report of the committee, replaces the bill with 
14 a resolve directing the Department of Education to conduct an analysis of the demographic 
15 and geographic representation of policy-making educational boards with members 
16 appointed by the Governor and confirmed by the Senate, including the boards of trustees 
17 of the University of Maine System, the Maine Community College System, the Maine 
18 Maritime Academy, the Maine School of Science and Mathematics and the Maine School 
19 for Marine Science, Technology, Transportation and Engineering; the State Board of 
20 Education; and the School Board of the Maine Educational Center for the Deaf and Hard 
21 of Hearing and the Governor Baxter School for the Deaf.  The Department of Education is 
22 directed to report by January 15, 2022 to the Joint Standing Committee on Education and 
23 Cultural Affairs, which is authorized to submit a bill based on the report to the Second 
24 Regular Session of the 130th Legislature.  It adds an appropriations and allocations section.
