12 Amend the bill by striking out the title and substituting the following:

13 'Resolve, Regarding Maine Climate Council Evaluation of Clean Energy Investment 
14 and Financing Models' 
15 Amend the bill by striking out everything after the title and inserting the following:

16 'Sec. 1.  Maine Climate Council; clean energy investment and financing. 
17 Resolved:  That the Maine Climate Council, established in the Maine Revised Statutes, 
18 Title 38, section 577-A, directly or through one or more of its working groups, 
19 established under Title 38, section 577-A, subsection 7, shall:

20 1.  Research, evaluate and identify the level and types of investment in clean energy 
21 technology and infrastructure necessary to achieve the State's goals for greenhouse gas 
22 emissions reduction under the Maine Revised Statutes, Title 38, section 576-A and for the 
23 increased consumption of electricity from renewable resources under Title 35-A, section 
24 3210, subsection 1-A. The evaluation must consider, but is not limited to, adaptation 
25 strategies, decarbonization of electricity supply, transportation, industrial and buildings 
26 sectors and strategies to address equity and affordability; and

27 2.  Examine and make policy recommendations regarding funding options, capital 
28 requirements and effective financing tools and strategies to support the level and types of 
29 investment identified in subsection 1.  The examination may include, but is not limited to, 
30 consideration of loan agencies in the State, a public clean energy financing authority or a 
31 so-called green bank approach, property-assessed clean energy financing models, on-bill 
32 financing and options other states have used to support decarbonization.

33 Sec. 2.  Reporting. Resolved:  That the Maine Climate Council shall report on its 
34 activities, findings and recommendations pursuant to section 1 in the update of the state 
35 climate action plan due December 1, 2020 pursuant to the Maine Revised Statutes, Title 
36 38, section 577, subsection 1.'

3 SUMMARY

4 This amendment replaces the bill with a resolve. The amendment directs the Maine 
5 Climate Council, established in the Maine Revised Statutes, Title 38, section 577-A, 
6 directly or through one of its working groups to:

7 1.  Research, evaluate and identify the level and types of investment in clean energy 
8 technology and infrastructure necessary to achieve the State's goals for greenhouse gas 
9 emissions reduction and for the increased consumption of electricity from renewable 

10 resources;

11 2.  Examine and make policy recommendations regarding funding options, capital 
12 requirements and effective financing tools and strategies to support the level and types of 
13 investment identified; and

14 3.  Report on its activities, findings and recommendations in the update of the state 
15 climate action plan due December 1, 2020 pursuant to Title 38, section 577, subsection 1.
