Amend the bill by relettering or renumbering any nonconsecutive Part letter or section
number to read consecutively.

SUMMARY

This amendment replaces the provision in the bill relating to petitions to change the
name of an adult to remove the current requirement that notice be given prior to the court's
changing the name of an adult who has petitioned for the name change. The amendment
does not remove the court's discretion in changing an adult's name, but it does prohibit the
court from requiring public notice before approving the name change.
