This amendment reduces the number of schools the Department of Education is 2 

authorized to designate for the purpose of the pilot project as community schools from 5 3 

as in the bill to 3.  This amendment reduces the maximum annual state allocations for 4 

community schools in the pilot project authorized under the Maine Revised Statutes, Title 5 

20-A, chapter 333 from $250,000 as in the bill to $150,000.  This amendment also 6 

removes the reporting requirements of school boards and the Commissioner of Education 7 

regarding community schools that are required in the bill.  The amendment also adds an 8 

appropriations and allocations section. 9
