15 Amend the bill by inserting after section 1 the following:

16 'Sec. 2. Report. The Secretary of State shall investigate the various types of self-
17 service kiosks that may provide services offered by the Department of the Secretary of 
18 State, Bureau of Motor Vehicles that are available to the State, including those self-service 
19 kiosks that are offered at no cost to the State. The Secretary of State shall provide a report 
20 that includes its findings from the investigation and any recommendations, including any 
21 proposed statutory changes, to the Joint Standing Committee on Transportation by January 
22 3, 2024. The committee may report out a bill related to self-service kiosks to the Second 
23 Regular Session of the 131st Legislature.

5 This amendment removes a provision requiring self-service kiosks providing motor 
6 vehicle services to be located in rural areas.  It directs the Secretary of State to investigate 
7 the various types of self-service kiosks that provide services offered by the Department of 
8 the Secretary of State, Bureau of Motor Vehicles that are available to the State, including 
9 those self-service kiosks that are offered at no cost to the State and to provide a report that 

10 includes the findings of the investigation and any recommendations, including any 
11 proposed statutory changes, to the Joint Standing Committee on Transportation by January 
12 3, 2024. The amendment authorizes the committee to report out a bill related to self-service 
13 kiosks that provide services offered by the Bureau of Motor Vehicles to the Second Regular 
14 Session of the 131st Legislature. The amendment also adds an appropriations and 
15 allocations section and changes the title.
