16 This amendment is the report of the Joint Standing Committee on Judiciary.  It 
17 clarifies that when the Chief Judge of the District Court establishes the level of fines for 
18 civil violations for persons charged who wish to waive a court appearance, those fines 
19 must be within the limits prescribed by law.
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
