'Sec. 2. Report. Resolved: That, notwithstanding section 1 and no later than
January 15, 2022, the commission shall submit a report to the Joint Standing Committee
on Health and Human Services on the results of the study of disparities in access to prenatal
care in accordance with section 1. The Joint Standing Committee on Health and Human
Services may report out legislation to the Second Regular Session of the 130th Legislature
related to the report.'

SUMMARY

This amendment, which is the minority report of the committee, changes the scope of
the study of disparities in access to prenatal care from the State's racial, indigenous and
tribal populations to all disadvantaged populations. It also amends the resolve to require
the Permanent Commission on the Status of Racial, Indigenous and Maine Tribal
Populations to submit a report, no later than January 15, 2022, to the Joint Standing
Committee on Health and Human Services. It authorizes the committee to report out
legislation to the Second Regular Session of the 130th Legislature related to the report.
