This amendment, which is the minority report of the committee, removes from the 9 

bill the restriction on the withdrawal of cash from the electronic benefits transfer system 10 

account of a recipient of Temporary Assistance for Needy Families program benefits.  It 11 

also requires the Office of the Attorney General to hire an additional assistant attorney 12 

general to prosecute fraud, replacing the provision in the bill that provides for the hiring 13 

of fraud investigators in the Department of Health and Human Services. 14
